“Fear of man does not come out of a 
response to created, in-born needs. It 
is worshipping others for our own 
purposes. Given this core, the answer is 
more than simply turning to Christ to 
meet this need. That would be to 
make Jesus our personal idol who 
serves our purposes. The answer is to 
first allow God to break our selfish 
desires and to teach us what it means 
to fear Him alone. So the question is 
not, ‘Where can I find my worth?’ but 
‘Why am I so concerned about 
myself?’ The question is not, ‘How can 
God fill my needs?’; it is ‘How can 
Christ be seen as so glorious that I 
forget about my perceived needs?’”
